Dear DCS Users,

GE Americom has advised us that they will change the GOES DCS DOMSAT service AMC 4 downlink frequency to 11817.5 MHz, from the current frequency of 11830.4 MHz, on June 13, 2007.

On or around May 30, 2007, NOAA will begin a simulcast of the DCS operational data at both frequencies..  We recommend that users begin the transition to the new frequency on Monday, June 4, 2007.  This will give us time to complete the simulcast, resolve any unexpected glitches or schedule delays, and still leave enough time to resolve any unexpected problems before June 13.
 
We are currently using the 11817.5 MHz frequency for testing of our new DADDS system.  That testing is planned to be suspended on May 30, 2007.  A separate message will be distributed inviting users to evaluate that system between now and the May 30th date.
